MINI SHOW — MARCH 2013

Cactus — Notocactus

Notocactus is a genus of about 25 species of South-
American cacti form low elevations of Argentina,
Paraguay, Uruguay, and Southern Brazil. They are
grown for their spine formations, as well as for their
attractive flowers. The
genus name comes
from the Greek for
"cactus from the south."
It has now been merged
with Parodia. Since the
name Parodia was used
before Notocactus, it
has precedence and all
the Notocactus became
Parodia. Notocactus
are almost always
globose, elongating as
they age, some species eventually reach 3 feet (90 cm).
They are often solitary, rarely offsetting, or producing
stolons. Their flowers are funnel or bell shaped,
yellow, or occasionally red. They come in groups of 3
or 4 at several times during the year. Each flower lasts
around a week. Notocacti are found in a wide variety
of habitats, ranging from mountains up to about 1000m
in altitude to flat grasslands. However they are found
mostly on "islands" of low rocky hills found in
grasslands and forests, growing between cracks in the
rocks or in the shade of larger growing plants. The soil
here is well drained
and has a fairly
high organic
content, derived
from the
decomposition of
other plants. Due to
the well drained
soil, species of
Notocactus are able
to stand winter
conditions of temperatures down to 8°C and below,
together with considerable amounts of rain. In fact
many of the plants found in the Brazilian states of
Parana, Santa Catarina and the area north of Porto
Alegre, RGdS, can be found growing in moss. These
plants include members of the subgenus Brasiliparodia
e.g., rechensis, alacriportanus, brevihamatus etc. The high
organic content results in a soil which has an acidic pH
(between 4.0 and 6.0).
