CSS of America 2019 Biennial Convention
Affiliate Report: Convention!

I attended the biennial convention of the national society, Cactus and Succulent Society of America
(CSSA), held in San Luis Obispo, California, July 17-20, 2019. There were three days of programs
with talks, one day of tours and field trips, huge plant and pottery sale areas with vendors from
everywhere, good social interaction and business meetings.

The speakers were from everywhere — Australia, England, Mexico and all of the US. We were
presented with a variety of topics with different levels of expertise. All talks were recorded for future
use; see my comments below from the Affiliate meeting.

Tours took people to the highlights of the Central Coast. I went to Lotusland and Aloes in Wonder-
land (Santa Barbara area). Both are private gardens with prior notification/reservations required. Our
two-hour trip there and back on the bus was embellished with a sack breakfast, pizza lunch, water,
sodas, and lots of homemade cookies. Volunteers from the host club accompanied us. While we were
away, the sales areas were set-up and the welcoming reception was organized. Food and adult drinks
topped off the day.

As your club representative, I attended the affiliate meeting. Our club president, Mariel Dennis, was
there also. Lots of topics were discussed but the main concern was recruiting new and younger
members to our clubs and CSSA. Thoughts about this ranged from having :
‘youth’ days sponsored by individual clubs to more perks for CSSA
membership besides the quarterly journal. In the future, I will be survey-
ing our club members for their thoughts. The taped talks from the
convention will be available for individual clubs to use as programs.

This was my first time attending in 40+ years of being a cactophile. I was
impressed with the organization and work done by a mostly volunteer
group, with extraordinary volunteer help from the host club, Central
Coast Cactus and Succulent Society (CCCSS). I stress the word, volun-
teer, as this was a most professional convention, and all accomplished by
volunteers — both from the national and local society.
