Red Flower

This month’s mini-show genera for cactus are Rebutia,
Aylostera and Sulcorebutia. Elton Roberts has written an
excellent article about Sulcorebutia, which appears below:

We are
all used to seeing
the dark magenta
flowers on the

plant that has pale colored flower. That is, it starts out a light

pinkish color and each day it opens it is lighter still. If it is not too
hot here when it blooms by about the 4th or sth day it is almost
white. So when I got the plant labeled ‘rzuschii red flowered’ form I
had to wonder just what I was getting. It only took about two years
for the plant to grow large enough to bloom. Finally the day came
when it looked like
the buds were going
to open, you can bet
I was waiting with
bated breath.

the plant from. The plant was a small head about the size of a
pencil. It has now grown into a small clump of 6 heads, the largest is
2.5 cm in diameter and is all of 2 cm tall. By the time this growing
season is over I may have enough heads to take some off and get
them started for sales plants. I am sure that some collectors out
there would like to have a S. rauschii with different colored flowers.

I did not think to measure the flowers but they are right at 3 cm in
diameter. This was the first flowering for the plant and every bud on
it all opened at the same time. What a show and to think what it
would be like if it was a
lot larger clump. Starting
at the base of the petals
to describe the flower,
there is a line of pink
where the petals connect
to the rest of the flower.
This fades quickly to a
yellow with a pinkish
blush. That fades into the
red but the red keeps
streaks of yellowish and
also violet in it. The tips of the petals are flushed with violet. The
filaments are dark red topped with light yellow pollen. The style is

green and is topped with a lighter green stigma. The plant is like
most Sulcorebutia rauschii plants. It has its small plant-hugging spine
clusters. The spines are black to dark ash gray. The plant body is a
kind-of purplish reddish gray color. It also fades quite easy in the
early spring sunshine. Like all Sulcorebutia the plants want a bit
richer soil but still one
that drains fast. Most
Sulcos have a tap root so
need the fast draining
soil. The plants are fairly
high elevation plants and
as such can take
temperatures down to the
mid 20° F. T keep the
plants dry most of the

winter. If there are a few

nice days mid-winter I will give the plants a light watering. Most of
the Sulcos go dormant when the night-time temperatures stay above
about 57° F.
