Ariocarpus- fissuratus cv. Godzilla

March Mini Show Categories



CACTUS: – Astrophytum + Ariocarpus

SUCCULENT: – Any Caudiciform



Astrophytum: A genus of six species of cacti, native to 
North America. These species are sometimes referred to as 
living rocks, though the term is also used for other genera, 
particularly Lithops. The name comes from Greek origin 
meaning “star plant.”



Ariocarpus: A cactus plant that contains several species in 
its genus. These cactus are commonly found in parts of the 
United States as well as Mexico.



Caudiciform: These plants form a caudex—a fat, swollen 
stem, trunk or aboveground roots. Plants in this category 
sport colorful names like elephant's foot, Buddha belly, 
pregnant onion, and turtle back.
