Cacti are a large group of plants, many of which are native to dry regions across the
world. Their very minimal care needs, unique foliage, and bohemian-feel make th.ese
plants a must have for plant lovers. There are a few varieties that have a lovely spiral
or twisted form, such as Cereus forbesii 'spiralis', which is a vibrant member of the
Cereus genus! Another interesting but different spiral is the Eulychnia Castanea
Spiralis. Let's see yours!

The Aeonium is a fairly common succulent, but one of my favorites, especially this
time of year because it is summer dormant and really beautiful this time of year when
